Local Rules effective from 31 August 2011
OUT OF BOUNDS (OB) 

1) Outside the boundaries of the course and areas defined by white stakes and/or white lines.
2) On or over the entrance road.
3) The 16th tee-box and surrounds:  A tee-shot struck from the 16th tee which lies in this area is out of bounds and normal OB rules must be applied.
PLAY PROHIBITED 

4) Play is prohibited and relief* under Rule 24-2 must be taken from

a) the top-mown surface of a permanent  tee or green on a hole other than the hole in play, and

b) all areas marked or defined by white or blue lines as Ground under Repair (GUR), and drainage slits.

*A player may not stand in any of these areas while making a stroke and a ball lying in them must be lifted and dropped without penalty, within one club-length of and not nearer the hole than the nearest point of relief etc.
IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS 
5)  Relief may be taken (under Rule 24 -2) from the following immovable obstructions
a) All tee markers, red and yellow stakes, permanently sited seats, distance markers (stakes and disks), the service roadway across the 7th fairway, gravel and rubber paths, black and white indicator poles, concrete or wooden steps, bins, ball washers,  machinery and course equipment. 
b) All watering points, outlet covers and sprinkler heads/hydrant boxes. If such an obstruction on or within two club lengths of the putting green of the hole being played, intervenes in the line of play between the ball and the hole the player may obtain relief as follows. If the ball lies off the putting green but not in a hazard and is within two club lengths of the intervening obstruction, it may be lifted, cleaned and dropped at the nearest point to where the ball lay which (i)  is not nearer the hole,(ii) avoids such intervention; and (iii) is not in a hazard or on a putting green. 
MOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS 
6)  The following are movable obstructions 

a) Stones in bunkers.
b) All hoops, temporary ropes and their supports which interfere with the line of play. Such obstructions must be replaced.  The penalty for breach of rule by the player’s failure to replace is match-play loss of hole; stroke-play two strokes. 
TRACTOR MARKS/ AERATION HOLES
7)  Through the green, a ball that comes to rest in or on (i) an indentation caused by a tractor tyre or (ii) an aeration hole, may be lifted, without penalty, cleaned and dropped, as near as possible to the spot where it lay but not nearer the hole. 
DISTANCE DEVICES
8)  For all play at this course, a player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. If during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance measuring device that is also designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect his play (e.g. gradient, wind-speed, temperature etc.) the player is in breach of Rule14-3 for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any such additional function is actually used. 

BRIDGES

9)  All bridges are an integral part of the course and the ball must be played as it lies. 
All completed score cards must be returned within 30 minutes of end of round.
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
